Celebratory (Epideictic) Speech Assignment (Comm 101-03)

For your last formal speech, you will prepare and deliver a short speech adhering to the requirements discussed in your text for a celebratory, or epideictic, speech.  Be sure that your speech clearly falls within the definition of an epideictic speech (praise or blame) and your purpose is clear, your topic appropriate (for this audience and your foreseeable audience), your organization easy to follow, and your delivery engaging. You may take this seriously (like preparing a wedding toast for your upcoming friend’s wedding) or you may meet the above criteria in a more playful way (like accepting a fictitious award). 

There is no formal outline for this speech. The speech is worth 50 total points.

Minimum Speech Requirements 

· 5-7 minutes 

· IMPORTANT: These are the penalties for not adhering within your designated speaking timeframe…

· If you are OVER, you will be deducted 1 percentage point for every additional 30 seconds you talk beyond a 30 second window.

· Ex. If you talk for 7:45 instead of 7:00, you will be deducted 1 percentage point from your final delivery grade. So, if you received a 90% on your delivery grade, you will receive an 89% instead. You have 30 seconds “free” from penalty. But if you talk for 8:15 seconds, you will be deducted 2 percentage points, and your final delivery grade would be an 88% in this case.

· If you are UNDER, you will be deducted 1 percentage point for every minute you are under the minimum time requirement outside of a 15-second window.

· Ex. If you only speak for 4:30 seconds, you will deducted 1 percentage point from your final delivery grade. If you spoke for 4:50 seconds, however, you would be within your 15-second window, and no deduction would be taken from your final delivery grade.

· Effective introduction and conclusion. 

· Clear speech design pattern (topical, chronological, etc.) 

· Clear speech purpose (your audience can clearly recognize your purpose for speaking)

· Extemporaneous delivery (no reading – use your phrase outlines appropriately! AND memorized—no notes at all—is not appropriate, as extemporaneous speaking is our goal in this class).
